PRIVACY POLICY

ASBISC ENTERPRISES PLC, a company registered under the legislation of the Republic of Cyprus, with registered
number HE 75069, registered address: 1 lapetou,4101, Agios Athanasios, Limassol, Cyprus (the “Company”, “We”,
“Us”, “Our”, the “Controller”) and its affiliated companies, are the Data Controllers and responsible for your personal
data. For the purposes of this policy an affiliated company means an entity which, directly or indirectly, owns or
controls, is owned or is controlled by or is under common ownership or control with another entity or brand or product.
As used herein, “control” means the power to direct the management or affairs of an entity, and “ownership” means
the beneficial ownership of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting equity securities or other equivalent voting
interests of the entity.

The Company is committed to protecting the Customer’s personal data. Pursuant to Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing
of personal data (hereinafter ‘GDPR’) and the decree Legislative Decree 196/2003 (‘Privacy Code’) as amended by
Legislative Decree No. 101/2018, provides to the Customer at the point-of-sale (hereinafter the ‘Customer’) the
following information on the processing of their personal data.

1. Purpose of the processing and legal basis of the processing. Personal data will be processed in
compliance with the legislation in force, in a correct, lawful and transparent way for the purposes of analysis of
customer types and their purchasing preferences. The analysis is carried out with statistical approximation
methodology and does not require the recording either of images or of personal data of any other nature but is based
exclusively on the immediate processing - at the moment of the image survey. The processing of personal data for this
purpose is based on legitimate interest.

2. Categories of data processed. The Controller will process the following categories of personal data:
- Biometric data.

The data will be processed in an aggregated form and solely for statistical purposes, without uniquely identifying the
Customer.

3. The Origin of Data. The personal data will be obtained by the Controller through the collection of images from
cameras in the point of sale.

4. Nature of provision. The providing of personal data is necessary for the achievement of the purposes listed above.

5. Processing methods. The data will be processed in accordance with the GDPR and other legislation and measures
of the authorities applicable to the protection of personal data of natural persons. The processing will be based on the
principles of accuracy, lawfulness, transparency, and protection of the confidentiality and rights of the data subject.
The processing of data will be carried out using automated and non-automated tools, with logic strictly related to the
purposes of the processing and, in any case, with methods and procedures suitable to guarantee the security and
confidentiality of the data.

6. Categories of recipients of personal data.

For the purposes indicated above (paragraph 1), personal data may be processed: (i) by third parties authorized by the
Controller to carry out personal data processing operations (employees or consultants or subcontractors of the
Controller); (ii) to the Data Processors appointed by the Controller (i.e. service providers suppliers of IT, technological
and telematic services; suppliers of services for the management and storage of and accounting documentation etc.).



The processing of personal data to the extent strictly necessary and proportionate for the purposes of ensuring network
and information security, i.e. the ability of a network or an information system to resist, at a given level of confidence,
accidental events or unlawful or malicious actions that compromise the availability, authenticity, integrity and
confidentiality of stored or transmitted personal data, and the security of the related services offered by, or accessible
via, those networks and systems, by public authorities, by computer emergency response teams (CERTs), computer
security incident response teams (CSIRTSs), by providers of electronic communications networks and services and by
providers of security technologies and services, constitutes a legitimate interest of the data controller concerned.

To the aforementioned recipients the data will in any case be processed for the achievement of the above purposes of
processing.

The data may also be processed in accordance with the law to the tax authorities, the police and judicial and
administrative authorities, for the detection and prosecution of crimes, the prevention and protection against threats
to public safety, to enable the Controller to ascertain, exercise or defend a right in court, as well as for other reasons
related to the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

7. Data retention period. We do not retain personal data as they are deleted immediately after processing, which
happens in real time.

8. Transfer outside the EU/EEA. Personal data will not be transferred to countries outside the European Union (EU)
or the European Economic Area (EEA).

9. Rights of the data subject

Under certain circumstances, data subjects (“you”) have rights under data protection laws in relation to your personal
data. You have the right to: (1) Request access to your personal data (commonly known as a “data subject access
request”). This enables you to receive a copy of the personal data we hold about you and to check that we are lawfully
processingit. (2) Rectification, Portability, and Deletion of your Personal Information. You have the right to correct
or update your personal data, object to the processing of your personal data, ask us to restrict processing of your
personal data, or request the portability of your personal data. To protect the privacy and the security of your personal
data, we may request data from you to enable us to confirm your identity and your right to access such data, as well
as to search for and provide you with the personal data we maintain upon your request. There are instances where
applicable laws or regulatory requirements allow or require from us to refuse to provide or delete some or all the
personal information that we maintain. (3) Request erasure of your personal data. This enables you to ask us to
delete or remove personal data where there is no good reason for us continuing to process it. You also have the right
to ask us to delete or remove your personal data where you have successfully exercised your right to object to
processing, where we may have processed your information unlawfully or where we are required to erase your
personal data to comply with local law. Note, however, that we may not always be able to comply with your request
of erasure for specific legal reasons which will be notified to you, if applicable, at the time of your request. (4) Object
to processing of your personal data when we are relying on a legitimate interest (or those of a third party) and there
is something about your particular situation which makes you want to object to processing on this ground as you feel
it impacts on your fundamental rights and freedoms. You also have the right to object where we are processing your
personal data for direct marketing purposes. In some cases, we may demonstrate that we have compelling legitimate
grounds to process your information which override your rights and freedoms. (5) Request restriction of processing
of your personal data. This enables you to ask us to suspend the processing of your personal data in the following
scenarios: (a) if you want us to establish the data’s accuracy; (b) where our use of the data is unlawful but you do not
want us to erase it; (c) where you need us to hold the data even if we no longer require it as you need it to establish,
exercise or defend legal claims; or (d) you have objected to our use of your data but we need to verify whether we have
overriding legitimate grounds to use it. (6) Request the transfer of your personal data to you or to a third party. We
will provide to you, or a third party you have chosen, your personal data in a structured, commonly used, machine-
readable format. Note that this right only applies to automated information which you initially provided consent for us



to use or where we used the information to perform the Agreement with you. (7) Withdraw consent at any time when
we are relying on consent to process your personal data. However, this will not affect the lawfulness of any
processing carried out before you withdraw your consent. If you with draw your consent, we may not be able to provide
certain products or services to you. We will advise you if this is the case at the time you withdraw your consent. (8)

If you wish to exercise any of the rights set out above, please contact us. We will aim to respond to you within 30 days
from receipt of request. We will need to verify your identity before we are able to disclose any personal information to
you.

(9) Lodging Complaints. If you believe we have infringed or violated your privacy rights, please contact us so that we
may attempt to resolve any issues to your satisfaction. Notwithstanding the approaches of exercising your rights stated
above, this is without prejudice to your right to lodge a claim or complaint to your data protection authority (more
details on data protection authorities and their contact info can be found at https://ec.europa.eu/info/law/law-
topic/data-protection/reform/what-are-data-protection-authorities-dpas_en).
